The Fire Service recommends instead that you attend public fireworks displays hosted by your mu- = {*| ' - S
nicipality or other responsible organization. "))
If you still choose to have an evening of family fireworks, or an informal neighbourhood display, check with your local fire department
about regulations regarding fireworks. Here are some important safety tips to be followed:
. Appoint a responsible person to be in charge. (Only adults who are aware of the hazards involved and the essential safety precautions that must

be followed, should handle and discharge fireworks.)

e Carefully read and follow the directions as written on fireworks packaging labels.

e Always keep a water hose or pail of water close by when discharging fireworks.

* Discharge fireworks well away from combustible materials like buildings, trees and /or dry grass.

e Keep onlookers a safe distance away, upwind from the area where fireworks are being discharged. Discharge fireworks only if wind conditions do not

create a fire safety hazard.

e Light only one firework at a time, and only when they are fixed on/into the ground. Never try to light a firework in your hand, or to re-light dud fire-
works. For dud fireworks, it is best to wait 30 minutes, then soak them in a bucket of water. Finally, dispose of them in a metal container.

e Keep sparklers away from children. Sparklers burn extremely hot and can ignite clothing, cause blindness and result in severe burns. As the sparkler
wire remains hot for some minutes after burnout, it should be immediately soaked in water to avoid any potential injury.

 If someone gets burned, run cool water over the wound for three to five minutes. If necessary, then take action to seek medical attention.

The Rural Pharmacist: Need a Fix for all these Ticks!
Pharmacist Prescribing Available for Tick Bites

In Canada, climate change has contributed to an increase in the num-
ber, types and range of ticks and, subsequently, tick related diseases.
Warmer temperatures and milder winters lead to improved tick sur-
vival/reproduction and a longer season for tick exposure for humans and
animals. Tick bites do not cause pain to the host at the time of the attach-
ment, but may cause a skin reaction including swelling, itching and in-
flammation. Because there is no pain at the time of attachment it can be
difficult to identify when you’ve been bit by a tick. It is important to do
regular tick checks, especially in warmer areas of the body (armpit, groin,
scalp). Once a tick is found it should be removed immediately with fine-
tipped tweezers. The area should be washed with soap and water and
then disinfected with rubbing alcohol or an iodine swab.

The most common disease transmitted by ticks in Canada is Lyme dis-
ease, which is increasing across Canada. Lyme disease symptoms present
as a rash (typically a “bullseye” rash), fever, chills, headache, neck stiff-
ness, decreased appetite, muscle and joint pain. Only blacklegged ticks
(aka deer ticks) can transmit Lyme disease and the risk of Lyme disease in-
creases when the tick is attached to the host for at at least 24-36 hours.
However, since it can be difficult to realize when a tick has bit a host due
to no pain at attachment, it may be required to assess the degree of en-
gorgement of the attached tick; an engorged tick means that it has started
to feed on the host and has likely been attached for >24 hours.
Prophylaxis treatment for Lyme disease must be started within 72 hours
of tick removal in order to be clinically effective. It's important to seek
medical opinion shortly after you discover your tick bite!

Pharmacists can now prescribe for tick bites as a means to prevent
Lyme disease as part of the new Minor Ailment programs. Our pharma-
cists can perform these minor ailment assessments in-person or over the
phone by asking a variety of questions to determine if the tick bite is re-
quired to be treated by antibiotic to prevent Lyme disease.

Preventing tick bites, along with other insect bites, is important as we
enter the summer seasons. Health Canada provides the following guide-
lines for people entering a tick habitat:

e Wear light-coloured, long-sleeved shirts and pants to spot ticks easily

e Tuck your shirt into your pants, and your pants into your socks

e Wear closed-toe shoes

e Apply insect repellent containing DEET or Icaridin to clothing and

exposed skin

Wear permethrin-treated clothing

e putting clothes on high heat in a dryer for at least 10 minutes before
washing clothing after spending time outdoors

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Be ‘Bear Wise’ and Prevent Bear Encounters

Who to contact

Not every bear sighting is an emergency situation. Here is who to call if you en-
counter a bear.

Emergency situations

* Call 911 or your local police if a bear poses an immediate threat to personal safety
and exhibits threatening or aggressive behavior, such as:

oenters a school yard when school is in session

ostalks people and lingers at the site

oenters or tries to enter a residence

owanders into a public gathering

okills livestock/pets and lingers at the site

* Police will respond first to an emergency situation, but may request assistance from
the Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry during daylight hours.
Non-emergency encounters

* Call the toll-free Bear Wise reporting line at 1-866-514-2327 (TTY 705-945-7641
) if a bear:

oroams around or checks garbage cans

obreaks into a shed where garbage or food is stored

ois in a tree

opulls down a bird feeder or knocks over a barbecue

omoves through a backyard or field but does not linger

» This line operates 24 hours a day, seven days a week, from April 1 to November 30.

If you encounter a black bear

When bears are caught off guard, they are stressed, and usually just want to flee.
Stop. Do not panic. Remain calm. Generally, the noisier the bear is, the less danger-
ous it is, provided you do not approach. The noise is meant to “scare” you off and acts
as a warning signal.

DO

* Slowly back away while keeping the bear in sight and wait for it to leave.

* If the bear does not leave, throw objects, wave your arms and make noise with a
whistle or air horn.

* Prepare to use bear spray.

* If you are near a building or vehicle get inside as a precaution.

* Drop any food you may be carrying and slowly move away.

« If a bear is in a tree, leave it alone. Leave the area. The bear will come down when
it feels safe.

DO NOT

* Run, climb a tree or swim.

* Kneel down.

* Make direct eye contact.

» Approach the bear to get a better look.
* Attempt to feed a bear.

Bear warning signs

Black bear attacks are extremely rare. A threatened or predatory black bear will give
off warning signs to let you know you are too close. A black bear standing on its hind
legs is not a sign of aggressive behavior. The bear is trying to get a better look at you
or catch your scent.

A defensive bear

A bear that feels threatened will:

* salivate excessively and exhale loudly

» make huffing, moaning, clacking and popping sounds with its mouth, teeth and jaws
* lower its head with its ears drawn back while facing you

* charge forward, and/or swat the ground with its paws (known as a ‘bluff’ charge)
A predatory bear

The bear will approach silently, usually in rural or remote areas, and may continue to
approach regardless of your attempts to deter them by yelling or throwing rocks. If
the bear attacks:

* use bear spray

» fight back with everything you have

* do not play dead unless you are sure a mother bear is attacking in defense of her cubs

Spring peepers. That’s what does it for me. That’s when I
know spring is really here.

AllI could
determine was that it involved a bird that was ‘out’ or ‘loose.” I wasn’t really
fully awake but enough to jump out of bed, a bit concerned that one of “the
girls” had gotten out. I wondered how it happened and if my daughter had
maybe tried to feed them and one escaped. She said nope it wasn’t her. Not a
disaster really except now that the weather is warmer the front door is opened
more and I was worried she would fly outside and I'd never be able to catch
her. The loose bird was on top of the bookshelf by some plants, right beside
the cage. Hubby came in and I shouted to close the door fast. The bird flew
to the window near him. It was a close call. I handed him the table cloth we
use to cover the bird cage at night and he climbed onto a chair and thankfully
easily caught her, gently carried her over to the bird cage and put her back. Re-
lief! Then we stood there and tried to figure out how the bird had gotten out.
Daughter insisted she hadn’t opened the cage. We were puzzled and started
looking at the cage to see if a door had been loosened or lifted in some way.
Which is when I finally woke up and realized there were 5 birds in the cage
and not 4. “THAT’S NOT MY BIRD.” Hubby acted quick, opened the cage
and was able to grab the poor confused little thing and went right to the door
and let her go and she flew off into the trees. Wow. Now that I was fully awake
I probed for more info and our daughter explained that it had flown in when
daddy went outside. Everything happened pretty fast and I'm sure she was
pretty confused about why on earth we were putting this outside bird in with
the finch. I guess she trusted that we knew what we were doing. (Good heav-
ens never do that lol.) I'm sure if I had taken a minute and looked closer I
would have realized it was not my bird. It was almost as tiny, but once they
were side by side the difference was obvious. My own birds didn’t seem to be
phased by it all. I'm sure it could have been worse. Not sure what the moral
of the story is. Don’t nap in the afternoon? Nope that’s not it. Put your glasses
on! That could be it. Don’t fly into a stranger’s house or you might become
their pet? That’s good advice. Count your birds before you act? That works.
Don’t cage a wild bird! That works too. A bird in the hand is a good thing, but
not if it isn’t your bird. Perhaps. All I know is we have reenacted the event a
few times already and are still having a good laugh over it - and that’s a bless-
ing any time of year. Happy June everyone!
